
Journal: Help your child find two leaves outside. Discuss the similarities 
and differences between them using the sense of sight, touch, smell and 
hearing (do not taste, unless you are positive the leaf is edible). Why do 
the two leaves look different? Encourage your child to draw a picture 
of the leaves in his or her journal.  Help your child write (or otherwise 
indicate) special features of the leaves. Record where you found the 
leaves.

Binocular Safari: Practice using binoculars (real, homemade, or both, 
if possible) with your child. Observe animals at home or in a local park. 
Discuss what they look like and what they are doing.

To use binoculars, first spot an animal or object with your eyes. Without 
taking your eyes off the object, lift the binoculars to your eyes to peer 
through. Were you able to keep your eyes on the object?

Bird Beak Buffet
Picos de Aves

Your child is learning about birds and their beaks. A bird’s beak is often 
specially adapted to eating certain types of food. Looking at the shape 
of a bird’s beak often gives a clue to the foods a particular bird eats.

Bird Walk: Take a walk in your neighborhood with your child. Work 
together to see how many different kinds of birds you can find. 
What are the birds doing? What do their beaks look like? Are any of 
the birds eating? What kinds of foods do you think each bird eats. 
If you know the name of any of the birds you see, help your child 
record it in his or her Nature Notebook. You may find information 
about the birds you see in a field guide or other books available 
from your local library.

El Caminar del Ave: Salga a caminar a través de su vecindario 
con su hijo o hija. Únanse para ver cuántas clases de aves 
diferentes ustedes pueden observar. ¿Qué están haciendo 
las aves? ¿Cómo son sus picos? ¿Están algunas de las aves 
comiendo? ¿Qué clase de alimentos creen que comen? Si usted 
conoce el nombre de algunas de las aves que observan, ayude a 
su hijo o hija a anotarlo en su Cuaderno Ambiental. Usted puede 
encontrar información acerca de las aves que observan en una 
guía de campo u otros libros disponibles en su biblioteca local.

Journal: Sit with your child and sketch different birds that you’ve 
seen (on your walk or otherwise). Your child may draw pictures of 
two different birds in his or her Nature Notebook. How are the two 
birds similar? How are they different?
