
Journal: Help your child find two leaves outside. Discuss the similarities 
and differences between them using the sense of sight, touch, smell and 
hearing (do not taste, unless you are positive the leaf is edible). Why do 
the two leaves look different? Encourage your child to draw a picture 
of the leaves in his or her journal.  Help your child write (or otherwise 
indicate) special features of the leaves. Record where you found the 
leaves.

Binocular Safari: Practice using binoculars (real, homemade, or both, 
if possible) with your child. Observe animals at home or in a local park. 
Discuss what they look like and what they are doing.

To use binoculars, first spot an animal or object with your eyes. Without 
taking your eyes off the object, lift the binoculars to your eyes to peer 
through. Were you able to keep your eyes on the object?

In A Grasshopper’s World
En el Mundo de los Saltamontes

Your child is learning about grasshoppers and their habitat. Go on a 
grasshopper safari with your child and journey into a grasshopper’s 
world. 

Su hijo o hija está aprendiendo acerca de los saltamontes y sus 
hábitats. Vayan de safari y viajen al mundo de los saltamontes.

Grasshopper Safari: Go on a grasshopper safari with your child. 
Look for grasshoppers in your yard or a nearby park. Anywhere with 
grasses or weeds may be a home to grasshoppers. Help your child 
record (with words and/or pictures) your discoveries in his or her 
Nature Notebook. Count and record how many grasshoppers you 
find. Describe the places where you found them. Identify what they 
are eating. Try to follow one as it jumps. How far can it go?

Sketch grasshoppers with your child. Illustrate their colors and special 
features. What other things would your child like to know about 
grasshoppers? Write the questions in your child’s notebook. 

If you are not able to find grasshoppers, let your child find another 
insect to feature in the notebook. Send the Nature Notebook back 
to school with your child. 

Expedición de Saltamontes: Vaya de expedición con su 
hijo o hija. Busquen saltamontes en su patio o parque cercano.
Cualquier lugar con grama o maleza puede ser un hogar 
para saltamontes. Ayúdele a anotar (con palabras o dibujos) 
sus observaciones en su Cuaderno Ambiental. ¿Cuántos 
saltamontes encontraron? Describa el lugar donde los 
encontraron. Identifique lo que ellos estaban comiendo. Trate 
de seguir a uno según vaya saltando. ¿Cuán lejos puede ir?  

Dibuje un saltamontes con su hijo o hija. Resalte sus colores y 
características especiales. ¿Qué otras cosas le gustaría a su hijo 
conocer acerca de los saltamontes? Escriba las preguntas en su 
Cuaderno Ambiental.

Si no pudieron encontrar saltamontes, deje que su hijo o 
hija encuentre otros insectos para incluírlos en su Cuaderno 
Ambiental. Envíe el cuaderno a la escuela con su hijo o hija.
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
