
Journal: Help your child find two leaves outside. Discuss the similarities 
and differences between them using the sense of sight, touch, smell and 
hearing (do not taste, unless you are positive the leaf is edible). Why do 
the two leaves look different? Encourage your child to draw a picture 
of the leaves in his or her journal.  Help your child write (or otherwise 
indicate) special features of the leaves. Record where you found the 
leaves.

Binocular Safari: Practice using binoculars (real, homemade, or both, 
if possible) with your child. Observe animals at home or in a local park. 
Discuss what they look like and what they are doing.

To use binoculars, first spot an animal or object with your eyes. Without 
taking your eyes off the object, lift the binoculars to your eyes to peer 
through. Were you able to keep your eyes on the object?

Oh Deer!
¡Oh Ciervo!

Your child is learning about the components of habitat—food, water, 
shelter and space. An animal’s habitat is a place that provides the 
right food, water, shelter and space for that particular animal. Explore 
animals’ habitats in your neighborhood.

Su hijo o hija está aprendiendo acerca de los componentes de un 
hábitat—alimento, agua, refugio y espacio. El hábitat de un animal es 
un lugar que provee el alimento, agua, refugio y espacio adecuados 
para un animal en particular. Exploren los hábitats de los animales en 
su vecindario.

Journal: Go outside with your child and look for a wild animal living 
in your yard or neighborhood. You might find a bird, a squirrel, a 
toad, an ant or other small animal. Watch it for a few minutes. How 
much space does the animal need? Can you see food, water and 
shelter for the animal? Sketch the animal with your child. Make sure 
to include its habitat.

Diario: Salgan al exterior de la casa y busquen un animal silvestre 
en su patio o vecindario. Ustedes podrían encontrar un ave, ardilla, 
sapo, hormiga u otro animal pequeño. Observen el animal silvestre 
por unos minutos. ¿Cuánto espacio necesita el animal? ¿Pueden ver 
alimento, agua, refugio y espacio para el animal?  Dibuje el animal 
con su hijo o hija. Asegúrense de incluir en el dibujo el hábitat.

Habitat Hunt: White-tailed Deer are common in many areas, 
including some urban parks. They must have enough space to 
move about freely, access to a wooded area (shelter), a variety 
of plants (food), and a source of clean water. Take a walk with 
your child to look for components of deer habitat. Can you find 
everything a deer needs to survive? Ask around to find out if deer 
live or have ever lived in your area. 

Cacería de Hábitats: Los venados de cola blanca son comunes 
en muchas áreas, incluyendo algunos parques urbanos. Ellos deben 
tener suficiente espacio para moverse casi libremente, acceso a 
un área boscosa (refugio), una variedad de plantas (alimento) y 
un recurso de agua limpia. Haga una caminata con su hijo o hija 
para buscar los componentes del hábitat de un venado. ¿Pueden 
encontrar todo lo que un venado necesita para vivir? Pregunten en 
los alrededores si viven o han vivido venados en el área.
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
